
Access Statement For The Poplars Touring Park
Introduction

Pre-Arrival 
•We cater for tents, touring caravans and motorhomes. We do not accept very large tents, caravans or motorhomes nor group bookings.
•We have a basic website. 
•Our brochure is available in large print on request and we can post a copy of this access statement if required.

•We take all bookings and enquiries by telephone or letter.
Arrival & Car Parking Facilities 
•Reception area has a small car park/ pull-in. Please do not arrive before noon as we have limited capacity for waiting.
•We do not have a barrier.
•The site is compact and all facilities are easily located.
Main Entrance & Reception 
 
•Access to reception is directly from the entrance driveway.
•There are 2 steps to access reception.
•The door is 750mm wide. It is usually kept locked - please ring the bell for attention. 
•A chair is available in reception.
Public Areas - General (Internal) 
 

•A tarmac and gravelled road services all parts of the park. 
•The park is situated on a very gently sloping field. We are located between two quiet static caravan parks. There is a local railway line to the back of the park. Opposite the park, and set well back, is a malt production facility.
•There is a bench near to reception.

•The park has one toilet and shower block situated at the top of the park near to the reception (for more detail refer to Touring Facilities section).

Touring Facilities (Holiday Parks) 
 
•We have some grass pitches for tents and some hard standing pitches. Please ask on booking if you would like one of our few pitches near to the facilities.  
•The park has one toilet block accessed by a gentle ramp with handrail on one side. 

•The block is always open. There is a washing up point in the centre. The Gents has 3 toilet cubicles, one urinal, 3 washbasins, hairdrier and 2 free showers. The Ladies has 3 standard toilet cubicles, one combined washbasin and toilet cubicle, hairdrier and 2 free showers.

•The majority of pitches are on grass; some touring caravans are on concrete hardstands with the awning area on grass.

•Parking on the grass beside your caravan or tent is allowed for one vehicle only.
•Assistance in siting caravans on arrival is always offered.
•There are 2 water points, 2 fire points, chemical toilet disposal point, and dustbin area. No unit is more than 40 metres from a fire point.
•Pitches are allocated on booking and the owners are happy to advise on the location and suitability for your requirements on enquiry.
Grounds 
•The park is quite small, and nowhere is further than 100 metres from the toilet block.

• Mobile telephone coverage is moderate to good in this area and a public telephone is provided.
•There is a local bus service about 1km from the park entrance and local accessible taxis service the park. Please enquire at reception for taxi numbers.
